DO YOU REALLY KNOW WHERE YOU’RE GOING?

    In a previous tract I asked you to read in your bible from the Epistle to the Romans, chapter one, and verses eighteen to thirty two. If you have done that you will have read something like this, 'His eternal power and deity have been clearly shown in the things he has created, so man is without excuse for not believing him.' (Rom.l:20) 

    In looking again at the whole passage we read that God tells us the immense problems and difficulties which mankind faces today, are a direct result of him turning his back on God and on the truth of his Word.

    We each have heard it said I'm sure, and may have been guilty ourselves at times of saying, "If there is a God, he must be very remote and uninterested in us, otherwise we wouldn't have all the wars, hunger and suffering we have, and anyhow, he has never helped me, so why should I be interested in him." 

    There's a tendency to blame this God for everything that goes wrong. Even those who claim they don't believe he exists, do it. But it's strange; when we're in real trouble we so often say something like, 'O God, not again,’ or 'God, how terrible.' I honestly believe that if you would only let your heart rule at times like that, you would very quickly find how real God is. With a little bit of heartfelt prayer, which your cry would be if you would only let it be so, I know you would find what I have found. This great God really does care immensely for you.

    The history of present day mankind was written thousands of years ago in the Scriptures. Right from the beginning God has asked of man nothing more than to have faith in, and obedience to, his Word. Today very few people seem to want to obey anything. Obedience seems to be a dirty word, and in reading our bibles we find we’re really no different now from people in past times. 

    Man has rejected and disobeyed God’s Word from the beginning. It started with Adam and Eve, as we read in Genesis chapter three; though many scoff at this story and say it's all a fairy tale; but then sadly, there are people who will scoff at just about anything. In so doing, they miss the whole point of the story, which is the need, for our own sakes and for our well-being, to believe and obey God. 

    I wonder if it's because these people just don't want to obey anything that they act this way. Or if it’s that they’re afraid of not measuring up to what they think this God requires of them.

    However, if you would only take the time to read in your bible the two books of Kings and the two books of Chronicles, you would very quickly see, if you're genuinely looking for the truth, why there is so much poverty, hunger and disease in the world. 

    Friend I hope and pray you will take the time to read those chapters asking God to let you see his truth, which is in reality, the only one.

    But let's not get carried away with how disobedient to God the world and the people in it are. Instead let's take a hard look at ourselves, and ask God to show us ourselves as he sees us. The following might be helpful. "God, you say in your Word that you don't want anyone to be lost (2Pet.3:9), so, for Jesus sake, let me see myself as I am in your eyes."

    You know my friend, God says we have all sinned (Rom.3:23), and that the wage we earn for ourselves in this way is death (Rom. 6:23); that is eternal spiritual death, a state of being completely cut off for ever from everything good and worthwhile, and of being eternally enslaved by fear, hate and misery, which are the 'gifts' of Satan to mankind.

    Our sins bring us misery here and now and the same for all eternity. Oh I know that on the surface everything may seem rosy for most those who have a nice car, home etc. We can fool our friends, and we can fool our neighbors into thinking we've got it made.  But when we're alone and can't really hide from the facts, we know fears and anxieties; we know the uncertainty of what lies ahead. 

    In spite of us telling ourselves we're all right, we have done nothing too bad, the nagging fears keep coming back. We can hide them from everyone else, but we can't hide them permanently from ourselves. We might be able to bury them for a while by 'having a good time’, but that doesn't last, does it?

    I know; I've gone that same road myself.  So has everyone I've ever known. I’ve known what it's like to lie awake some nights not knowing where I was going. I’ve known what it is like to be haunted by the past and not to have slept too well at times. In my heart I've known that "the wages of sin is death" (Rom.6:23), but thanks be to God, "while we were yet sinners Christ died for us" (Rom.5:8), and now I know that "the free gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.” (Rom.6:23)
