THERE IS ONLY ONE WAY TO GO!

  I hope and pray that you have been reading these tracts. Yes I'm appealing to you, only you, to give your heart and life to Jesus, to trust him and his Holy Spirit, and to follow in his footsteps, wherever that may lead, because, there is salvation, eternal salvation, in no one else. (Acts 4:12)

    In previous tracts we've looked at the reality of God, the reality of sin, and his offer of salvation through his only begotten Son, Jesus Christ. I pray that now we can, together, look at Jesus himself, whether you’ve looked at him before or not. No, I go further than that, I pray you can meet with him, and have him reveal himself to you, whether that is for the first time, or in a more complete way. (Jh.l4:21)

    Obviously, when anyone reveals themselves to us, that person becomes very real in our lives.  They are no longer just a name or a face. Then again, it’s possible to know a great deal about a person, and yet not know them at all. For example, I know a lot of things about our Prime Minister, whether true or false I don't really know, as I've never met him, but I can’t say, even for a moment, that I know him. Again, I have met my next door neighbor, we've talked a few times, but once more, if I were asked, I would have to say I really don't know him in any great depth.

    When it comes to our children; that is Terri's and mine; I can say I know them pretty well, having lived reasonably closely with them as they grew up; though they might dispute that. To a large degree I know their likes and dislikes. I've known their highs and lows, the things that upset them, and the things which make them feel good. 
    However, when it comes to my wife, Terri, I can say I know her better than I know any other person. I've learned a lot by living with her for most of my life, but even so, she would still be a stranger to me in a real sense, if she had not chosen, over the years, to reveal her heart and mind to me. This is what Jesus is talking about in Jh.14:15-24.

    I think you will agree with me, that if my wife didn’t love me, and want me to know her, I could never get to that position of myself. The same applies in my relationship with Jesus. If he does not choose to make himself known to me, I can never know him by my own efforts. I can come to a 'saving knowledge' of him by hearing and believing the Gospel, in one way or another (Rom.10:14-18, Ps.l9:1-4), but I can only come to know him as the intimate friend he really is, when he, by his Spirit, makes his home with me (Jh.14:23), and reveals his heart to me as he promised to do for those who obey him. (Jh.l4:21)

    I can’t urge you too strongly, if you do not know Jesus as your most intimate friend (Jh.l4:21 & Pro.18:24), as well as your Savior and Lord, give yourself no rest, but seek him with all your heart. He has said, "You will seek me and you will find me, when you shall seek me with all your heart." (Jer.29:13) Again, the Word tells us to "seek the Lord and his strength, seek his presence continually." (1Chron.16:11)
    I'm speaking to you this time as though you are one who believes God's Word and has accepted Jesus as your very own personal Savior, not just as someone who saves people generally.  But if you have not already accepted him, I appeal to you now, for the sake of your soul, to do so today. I’m not ashamed to plead with you on this point, because Jesus wasn't ashamed to die on Calvary, as a criminal, in our place, yours as well as mine.

    It's so simple to do this thing, so simple that the natural man can’t see it. It's as simple, and at the same time as difficult, as saying, from the very depths of your being, "Jesus, I believe what you've done for me and I gladly receive your gift of salvation. You are my Savior and Lord. Thank you. I freely open the door and give my life and heart to you, come in and make your home with me." (Rev.3:20) Whatever your words, let them come from your heart, that's all that matters.

    Finally, repeating what I've already said in an earlier tract; the door to your life is like a fire escape door, with a handle only on the inside. Unless you open that door, you cannot escape the fire. Your rescuer, or savior, who stands outside knocking, willing to save you, can do nothing until then; he can’t open the door from his side.
