Anointed

    On this subject of our being anointed with the Holy Spirit; God’s purpose for us is clearly seen in his actions with his Son, anointing him with the Holy Spirit, and empowering him for the work he was to do: 
(1) Luk.4:18-19 “The Spirit of the Lord is now upon me, because he has anointed me to preach good news to the poor. He has sent me to proclaim release to the captives, and recovery of sight to the blind, to set at liberty those who are oppressed, and to proclaim the acceptable year of the Lord.”

(2) Acts10:38 “God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit, and with power, and he went about doing good, and healing all those who were oppressed by the devil, for God was with him.”
    Now, if Jesus needed that power with him, how much more do we?

(3) Luk.5:17 “One day, as Jesus was teaching, and Pharisees and teachers of the law were sitting by, he was teaching those who had come from every village of Galilee and Judea, and from Jerusalem; and the power of the Lord was with him to heal.”
    But we must be prepared to wait patiently for God’s time: 
(4) Luk.24:49 Jesus said, “I am sending the promise of my Father upon you, but stay in the city until you are clothed with power from above.”
    And wait we must, and not just rush out to do our own thing, because we need the empowering of the Spirit, before we start to witness, even after we’ve had our minds opened by the Lord Jesus to understand the scriptures:
(5) Luk.24:45-48 “Jesus opened their minds to understand the scriptures, and he said to them, “It is written that the Christ should suffer, and on the third day rise from the dead, and that repentance and forgiveness of sin should be preached in his name to all nations, beginning from Jerusalem. You are witnesses of these things; and I am sending the promise of my Father upon you; but stay in the city until you are clothed with power from above.”
(6) Matt.28:19-20 “Go, make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that I have commanded you, and remember, I am with you always, even to the close of the age.”
(7) Mk.16:15-16 Jesus said, “Go into all the world, and preach the gospel to the whole creation. He who believes, and is baptised will be saved, but he who does not believe will be condemned.”
    Without this anointing our witness is powerless: 
(8) Acts1:8 “You will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes upon you, and you shall be my witnesses in Jerusalem, and in Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth.”
    But with the Holy Spirit’s anointing our testimony is that of having been at Calvary on that faithful day: 
(9) Acts5:29-32 “Peter and the apostles answered saying, “We must obey God rather than men. The God of our fathers raised Jesus whom you killed by hanging him on a tree. God exalted him at his right hand as Leader and Saviour, to give repentance to Israel, and forgiveness of sins. And we are witnesses of these things, and so is the Holy Spirit whom God has given to those who obey him.”
    Now our witness can come with full conviction for the hearers:
(10) 1Thess.1:5 “The gospel came to you not only in word, but in power, and in the Holy Spirit, and with full conviction.”
(11) Jh.16:8 “When the Spirit comes he will convict the world of sin, of righteousness, and of judgment.”
    And so we allow the Word to do his work through us: 
(12) 1Thess.2:13 “We thank God constantly for this, that when you received the Word of God which you heard from us, you accepted it, not as the word of men, but for what it really is, the Word of God, which is at work in you believers.”
    Our testimony is true because we are eye witnesses of Calvary: 
(13) Acts 4:19-20 “Peter and John said, “Whether it is right in the sight of God to listen to you, rather than to God, you must judge, for we cannot but speak of what we have seen and heard.”

(14) Jh.14:9 Jesus said, “Have I been with you so long, and yet you do not know me Philip? He who has seen me has seen the Father, so how can you say, “Show us the Father?”
    We are eye witnesses because of the indwelling anointing. We have not only believed the truth, but have also come to know it, through experiencing the Word in action in our lives: 
(15) Jh.6:40 “This is the will of my Father that everyone who sees the Son, and believes in him, should have eternal life, and I will raise him up at the last day.”
    We have this certain secure knowledge, because our teacher lives in us: 
(16) 1Jh.2:27 “The anointing which you received from him abides in you, and you have no need to have anyone teach you, for his anointing teaches you about all things, and what he teaches is true, and is not a lie. Just as he has taught you, abide in him.”

(17) 1Jh.2:20 “You have been anointed by the Holy One, and you know all.”

(18) Jh.7:17 Jesus said, “If anyone’s will is to do God’s will, he shall know if the teaching is from God, or if I am speaking of my own authority.”
    And because we have experienced the certainty of Holy Spirit inspired knowledge of God, and his ways, we know true peace. This is our greatest testimony, and not only for those around us, but also for ourselves:  

(19) Jh.20:21-23 Jesus said to his disciples, “Peace be with you. As the Father has sent me, even so I send you.” And when he had said this he breathed on them and said to them, “Receive the Holy Spirit. If you forgive the sins of any, they are forgiven; if you retain the sins of any, they are retained.”
And remember;
(20) Jh.14:15-17 Jesus said, “If you love me, you will keep my commandments, and I will ask the Father, and he will give you another Counselor, who will be with you for ever, even the Spirit of Truth, whom the world cannot receive, for it neither sees him or knows him; but you know him for he dwells with you, and will be in you.”
    We must have all these promises fulfilled in us to truly become, and continue to be, God’s children: 
(21) Jh.1:12 “To all who received him, and believed in his name, he gave power to become the children of God.”
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
