RE-BIRTH IN, & FULNESS OF, 
THE HOLY SPIRIT; Sect 1
The necessity of being reborn of the Holy Spirit is laid down by Jesus as being vital for us:
(1)  John 3:3 Jesus said, “Unless you are born anew, you cannot enter the kingdom of God.”

(2)  John 3:5 “Unless one is born of water and the Holy Spirit, he cannot enter the kingdom of God.”
This vital necessity includes all the following things, beginning with the fact that we received a completely new nature:
(3) Eph.4:23-24 “Be renewed in the spirit of your mind, and put on the new nature, created in the likeness of God, in true righteousness and holiness.”
We are being continually renewed in the knowledge of God:
(4) Col.3:1-10 “If you have been raised with Christ, seek the things which are above, where Christ is seated at the right hand of God. Set your mind on the things above, not on the things of earth, for you have died and your life is hidden with Christ in God. When Christ who is your life appears, you also will appear with him in glory.
    Therefore, put to death what is earthly in you; fornication, impurity, passion, evil desire and covetousness, which is idolatry. On account of these the wrath of God is coming. In these we all once walked, when we lived in them. But now, put them all away; anger, wrath, malice, slander, and foul talk out of your mouth. Do not lie to one another, seeing that you have put off the old nature with its practices, and have put on the new nature, which is being renewed in knowledge in the image of its creator.”
We are baptised in or with the Holy Spirit:
(5) Luk.3:16 John answered, “I baptise you with water, but he who is mightier than I is coming, the thong of whose sandals I am not worthy to untie, he will baptise you with the Holy Spirit, and with fire.”
(6) Acts 1:5 “John baptised with water, but before many days you will be baptised with the Holy Spirit.”
(7) Acts 11:15-16 Peter said, “As I began to speak, the Holy Spirit fell on them, just as on us at the beginning. And I remembered the words of the Lord, how he said, “John baptised with water, but you will be baptised with the Holy Spirit.”
We must be anointed for God’s work, just as Jesus was:
(8) Luk.4:18-19 “The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he has anointed me to preach good news to the poor. He has sent me to proclaim release to the captives, recovery of sight to the blind, to set at liberty those who are oppressed, and to proclaim the acceptable year of the Lord.”
(9) Acts 10:38 “God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit, and with power, and he went about doing good, and healing all those who were oppressed by the devil, for God was with him.”
(10) 1Jh.2:27 “The anointing which you have received from him abides in you, and you have no need to have anyone teach you, for his anointing teaches you about all things, and what he teaches is true, and not a lie. Just as he has taught you, abide in him.”
(11) 1Jh.2:20 “You have been anointed by the Holy One and you know all.”
We are clothed with Power:
(12) Luk.24:49 “I send the promise of the Father upon you, but stay in the city till you are clothed with power from above.”
(13) Jh.1:12 “To all who received him, who believed in his name, to them he gave power to become the children of God.”
We have been given a true comprehension of 
Christ’s love for us:
(14) Eph.3:14-20 “I bow my knees to the Father, from whom every family in heaven and earth is named, that according to the riches of his glory he may grant you to be strengthened with might through his Spirit in the inner man, and that Christ may dwell in your hearts by faith, that you, being rooted and grounded in love, may have power to comprehend with all the saints, what is the breadth, and length, and height, and depth, and to know the love of Christ which surpasses knowledge. And that you may be filled with all the fullness of God.”
We are to receive true Wisdom and Revelation:
(15) Eph.1:17-20 “May the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, give you a spirit of wisdom and of revelation in knowing him, that having the eyes of your heart enlightened, you may know what is the hope to which he has called you, what are the riches of his glorious inheritance in the saints, and what is the immeasurable greatness of his power in us who believe, according to the working of his great might, which he accomplished in Christ, when he raised him from the dead, and made him sit at his right hand in the heavenly places.”
We need to remember that we now are in a privileged position:
(16) Eph.2:6 “God raised us up, and made us sit with him in the heavenly places in Christ Jesus.”
All these things are ours because we’re the 
true spiritual Israel of God:
(17) Luk.17:20-21 “Jesus was asked by the Pharisees when the kingdom of God was coming, and he answered them, “The kingdom of God is not coming with signs to be observed, nor will they say, ‘Look, here it is,’ or ‘There’, for the kingdom of God is within you.” (Or in the midst of you)
(18) Gal.6:15-16 “Neither circumcision, nor uncircumcision counts for anything, but a new creation. Peace and mercy be upon all who live by this rule; upon the Israel of God.”
(19) Phil.3:3 “We are the true circumcision, who worship God in Spirit, and glory in Christ Jesus, and put no confidence in the flesh.”
(20) Gal.3:28-29 “There is neither Jew nor Greek, slave nor free, male nor female, for we are all one in Christ Jesus. If you are Christ’s, then you are Abraham’s offspring, heirs according to the promise.”
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All of those things we’ve just been looking at in Sect 1 are ours, because we’ve been reborn of the Seed of the Word of God:
(1) 1Pet.1:23 “You have been born anew, not of perishable seed, but of imperishable, through the living and abiding Word of God.”
And we have been reborn of the Spirit of that Word, not just the letter:
(2) 1Cor.15:45 “The first Adam became a living being; the last Adam became a life-giving Spirit.”
And this was so because Jesus gave himself up to death for us;
(3) Eph.5:25-26 “Husbands love your wives as Christ loved the church, and gave himself up for her, that he might sanctify her, having cleansed her by the washing of water with the Word.”
We have been reborn are the genuine wife of the Lamb; the bride of Christ, because our new life has not come from this world, but has come down to us from our God and Father, through Jesus Christ;
(4) Rev.21:9-10 The angel said to John, “Come, I will show you the Bride, the wife of the lamb. And in spirit he carried me away to a great, high mountain. And he showed me the holy city Jerusalem coming down out of heaven from God.”
And remember;
(5) Rev.21:27 “Nothing unclean will enter the New Jerusalem, nor anyone who practices abominations or falsehood, but only those who are written in the Lamb’s book of life.”
Everything has been made New:
(6) 2Cor.5:17 “If anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation. The old has passed away; the new has come.”
(7) Rev.21:5 “He who sat on the throne said, “See; I make all things new.”
All true believers are reborn of heavenly Seed. So, neither our natural heritage, nor our natural ability, has anything to do with our position with God;
(8) Gal.3:28 “There is neither Jew nor Greek, slave nor free, male nor female, for we are all one in Christ Jesus.”
(9) Rom.10:12 “There is no distinction between Jew and Greek, the same Lord is Lord of all, and bestows his riches upon all who call upon him.”
(10) Col.3:11 “There can be neither Jew nor Greek, circumcised or uncircumcised, barbarian, Scythian, slave, or free man, but Christ is all, and in all.”
(11) Gal.3:29 “If you are Christ’s then you are Abraham’s offspring, heirs according to promise.”
And this position we now find ourselves in is not of man, or his wisdom, but is entirely of our God;
(12) 1Cor.12:13 “We impart this in spiritual wisdom, not in words taught by human wisdom, but taught by the Spirit, interpreting spiritual truths to those who possess the Spirit.”
All this is so because of the Father’s Promise:
(13) Luk.24:49 “I send the promise of the Father upon you, but stay in the city till you are clothed with power from above.”
We receive this promise through the Son:
(14) Matt.3:11 “I baptise you with water for repentance, but he who is coming after me is mightier than I, whose sandals I am not worthy to untie. He will baptise you with the Holy Spirit, and with fire.” (See Mk.1:8 & Luk.3:16)
(15) Acts 1:4-5 “While staying with the disciples, Jesus charged them not to depart from Jerusalem, but to wait for the promise of the Father, saying, “You heard from me that John baptised with water, but before many days you will be baptised with the Holy Spirit.”
(16) Jh.4:10 Jesus said to the Samaritan woman, “If you knew the gift of God, and who it is that is saying, ‘Give me a drink,’ you would have asked, and he would have given you living water.”
RE-BIRTH IN, & FULNESS OF, 
THE HOLY SPIRIT; Sect 3
If we have wholeheartedly believed the Word of God, and have wholeheartedly sought after, and as a consequence, received God’s promised Holy Spirit, we are now empowered to live and be what he wants us to be:
(1) Acts 1:12-14 “The disciples went to the upper room where they were staying, and together with the women, and Mary, the mother of Jesus, and his brethren, they devoted themselves to prayer.”
(2) Acts 2:1-4 “When the day of Pentecost had come, they were all together in one place, and suddenly a sound came from heaven like the rushing of a mighty wind, and it filled the house where they were sitting. And there appeared to them tongues as of fire, distributing, and resting on each of them. And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit, and began to speak in other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance.”
(3) Acts 8:14-17 “When the apostles at Jerusalem heard that Samaria had received the Word of God, they sent Peter and John to them. These two came and prayed with them that they might receive the Holy Spirit, for it had not yet fallen on any of them, but they had only been baptised in the name of the Lord Jesus. Then they laid their hands on them, and they received the Holy Spirit.”
(4) Acts 10:44-46 “While Peter was speaking (Cornelius’ house) the Holy Spirit fell on all who heard the Word. And the believers from among the circumcised who came with Peter were amazed, because the gift of the Holy Spirit had been poured out even on the Gentiles, for they heard them speaking in tongues and extolling God.”
(5) Acts11:15-17 Peter said, “As I began to speak, the Holy Spirit fell on them just as on us at the beginning. And I remembered the Word of the Lord when he said, “John baptised with water, but you will be baptised with the Holy Spirit.” If then God gave the same gift to them as he has to us when we believed in the Lord Jesus Christ, who was I that I could withstand God.”
(6) Luk.11:13 “If you who are evil know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will the heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to those who ask him.”
This being baptised in, or filled with, the Spirit of God may also involve other people in the “Laying on of hands”:
(7) Acts 8:14-17 “When the apostles at Jerusalem heard that Samaria had received the Word of God, they sent Peter and John to them. These two came and prayed with them that they might receive the Holy Spirit, for it had not yet fallen on any of them, but they had only been baptised in the name of the Lord Jesus. Then they laid their hands on them, and they received the Holy Spirit.”
(8) Acts 19:1-6 “Paul passed through the upper country and came to Ephesus, and found some disciples. He said to them, “Did you receive the Holy Spirit when you believed?” They said, “No, we have never heard that there is a Holy Spirit.” And he said to them, “Into what were you baptised?” They said, “Into John’s baptism.” And Paul said, “John baptised with the baptism of repentance, telling the people that they were to believe in the one who was coming after him, that is, Jesus.” On hearing this, they were baptised in the name of the Lord Jesus. And when Paul had laid his hands upon them, the Holy Spirit came on them, and they spoke with tongues and prophesied.”
(9) Acts 9:17 “Ananias laid his hands on Paul and said, “Brother Saul, the Lord Jesus who appeared to you on the road which you came, has sent me that you may regain your sight, and be filled with the Holy Spirit.”
Many people believe passionately that salvation and being filled with the Spirit occur at the same time, saying that they are one and the same thing, quoting scriptures like:
(10) Acts 2:38 “Repent and be baptised every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins, and you shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.”
(11) Acts 16:31 “Believe in the Lord Jesus Christ, and you will be saved, you and your household.”
(12) 1Pet.1:23 “You have been born anew, not of perishable seed, but of imperishable, through the living and abiding Word of God.”
But from all the scriptures quoted in numbers (1) to (6) above, it’s surely obvious that we must seek after, by prayer, asking for this heavenly gift.
Again we see that an earnest desire, a thirsting, an asking, a listening, are necessary ingredients for obtaining this most precious gift of God. We have a pro-active part to play;
(13) Is.55:1 “Let everyone who thirsts come to the water, and he who has no money, come buy and eat. Come, buy wine and milk without money, without price.”
(14) Luk.11:9-13 “Ask and it will be given to you, seek and you will find, knock and it will be opened to you; for everyone who asks, receives, and he who seeks finds, and to him who knocks it will be opened. For what father among you, if his son asks for a fish, will give him a serpent? Or if he asks for and egg, will give him a scorpion? If you then, who are evil, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will your heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to those who ask him?”
(15) Rev.3:20 “I stand at the door knocking, if anyone hears my voice, and opens the door, I will come in and eat with him, and he with me.”
(16) Rev.21:6 “I am the Alpha and the Omega, the beginning and the end. To the thirsty I give from the fountain of the water of life without payment.”
And it’s equally obvious who this Holy Spirit really is;
(17) 1Cor.15:45 It is written, “The first Adam became a living being,” the last Adam became a life-giving spirit.”

And again, it’s obvious that there is only one Spirit which comes to us from the Father – the Spirit of his Word, the Lord Jesus Christ;
(18) Eph.4:4 “There is one body and one Spirit, just as we were called to one hope which belongs to our call.”

And it must also be obvious to us that while we may be involved in praying for and laying hands on others, nevertheless, it’s Jesus who actually baptises us in and with his Spirit.
(19) Luk.3:16 John answered the Jews, “I baptise you with water, but he who is mightier than I is coming, the thong of whose sandals I am not worthy to untie, he will baptise you with the Holy Spirit, and with fire.”

One final, but absolutely essential ingredient; Obedience;
(20) Acts 5:32 “We are witnesses of these things, and so is the Holy Spirit whom God has given to those who obey him.”

(21) John 14:15 “If you love me, you will keep my commandments.”
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It’s vital that we remember to continually put on, wear, and walk in this new life which we have in Christ Jesus:
(1) Rom.13:14 “Put on the Lord Jesus Christ, and make no provision for the flesh to gratify its desires.”
(2) Eph.4:1-6 “I beg you to lead a life worthy of the calling to which you were called, with all lowliness and meekness, with patience, forbearing one another in love, eager to maintain the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace. There is one body, and one Spirit, just as we were called to one hope which belongs to our call. There is one Lord, one faith, one baptism, one God, and Father of us all, who is above all, and through all, and in all.”
(3) Eph.4:24 “Put on the new nature, created in the likeness of God, in true righteousness and holiness.”
(4) Col.3:10-14 “Put on the new nature which is being renewed in knowledge in the image of its Creator. Here, there can be neither Jew nor Greek, circumcised or uncircumcised, barbarian, Scythian, slave, or free man, but Christ is all, and in all.

    Put on then as then as God’s chosen ones, holy and beloved, compassion, kindness, lowliness, meekness, and patience, forbearing one another in love, and if one has a complaint against another, forgiving one another, as the Lord has forgiven you, so you must forgive. And above all these things, put on love, which binds everything together in perfect harmony.”

Remember, we have been given this new life not just for our own use and benefit, but so that we can effectively serve our God, and his people.
(5) Is.61:1-3 “The Spirit of the Lord is now upon me, because he has anointed me to preach good tidings to the afflicted. He has sent me to bind up the broken hearted, to proclaim liberty to the captive, the opening of prison doors to those who are bound, to proclaim the year of the Lord’s favour, and the day of vengeance of our God: To comfort all who mourn; to grant to those who mourn in Zion, to give them a garland instead of ashes, the oil of gladness instead of mourning, the mantle of praise instead of a faint spirit, that they may be called oaks of righteousness, the planting of the Lord, that he may be glorified.”
(6) Col.2:2 “I pray that our hearts may be encouraged as we are knit together in love, so that we may have all the riches of assured understanding, and the knowledge of God’s mystery, which is Christ.”
We must always remember;

(7) Gal.3:7 “It is men of faith who are sons of Abraham.”
And our lives must show the truth of;
(8) Gal.5:22-23 “The fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control. Against these there is no law.”
And we must never forgetting the sobering truth of;
(9) Rom.8:5-8 “Those who live according to the flesh set their minds on the things of the flesh. Those who live according to the Spirit set their minds on the things of the Spirit. To set the mind on the flesh is death. To set the mind on the Spirit is life and peace. The mind that is set on the flesh is hostile to God, and does not submit to God’s law, because it cannot. And those who are in the flesh cannot please God.”
And we must retain a real thirst for more of God’s gift;
(10) Jh.4:10 Jesus said to the Samaritan woman, “If you knew the gift of God, and who it is that is saying, ‘Give me a drink,’ you would have asked, and he would have given you living water.”
(11) Acts 4:31 “When the disciples had prayed, the place where they were was shaken, and they were filled with the Holy Spirit, and boldly spoke the Word of God.”

(12) Jh.7:37-39 “On the last day of the feast, Jesus stood up and said, “If anyone thirsts, let him come to me and drink. He who believes in me, as the scripture says, “Out of his heart will flow rivers of living water.” Now this he said about the Spirit which those who believed in him were to receive, for as yet the Spirit had not been given, because Jesus was not yet glorified.”
It’s only then that we’ll come to know the “Goodness of 
Word of God” and the “Powers of Age to come”:
(13) Heb.6:4-7 “It is impossible to restore again to repentance, those who have once been enlightened, and have tasted the heavenly gift, and become partakers of the Holy Spirit, and have tasted the goodness of the Word of God, and the powers of the age to come, if they then commit apostasy, since they crucify the Son of God on their own account, and hold him up to contempt.”
We need to constantly remember, and live the truth of;
(14) Matt.25:1-13. The parable of the ten virgins;
(15) Rev.12:11 “The saints have conquered Satan by the Blood of the Lamb, and by the word of their testimony.”
(16) Eph.5:18-20 “Do not get drunk with wine, for that is debauchery; but be filled with the Spirit, addressing one another in psalms, and hymns, and spiritual songs, singing and making melody to the Lord with all your heart, always, and for everything, giving thanks to God the Father, in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ.”
Then we’ll experience continual victory in the battle between the New Nature and the old:
(17) Col.2:8-10 “See to it that no one makes a prey of you by philosophy and empty deceit, according to human tradition, according to the elemental spirits of the universe, and not according to Christ. For in him all the fullness of deity dwells bodily, and you have come to fullness of life in him, who is the head of all rule and authority.”
And then we’ll be able to obey;
(18) Eph.4:22-24 “Put off the old nature which belongs to your former manner of life, and is corrupt through deceitful lusts. Be renewed in the spirit of your mind, and put on the new nature, created in the likeness of God, in true righteousness and holiness.”
And we’ll come to understand the reality of;
(19) Ps.139:21-22 “Do I not hate those who hate you, Lord? And do I not hate those who rise up against you? I hate them with perfect hatred; I count them my enemies.”
Because, as we read in;
(20) Eph.6:12 “We are not contending against flesh and blood, but against the principalities, against the powers, against the world rulers of this present darkness, against the spiritual hosts of wickedness in the heavenly places.”
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Gifts of Holy Spirit: Wrong usage:
(1) Num.22:1 – 24:25 The record of Balaam’s errors; that is his using of his relationship with God for personal gain.
(2) Josh.13:22 The people of Israel killed Balaam with the sword.
Before going on with this study it is very important to remember;
(3) 1Cor.12:7 “Each one is given a manifestation of the Spirit for the common good.”
With that being so, let’s look at the right usage of the gifts of the Holy Spirit. And in 1Cor.14:1-40 we have full instructions on how to make use of the gifts, or tools which the Holy Spirit provides.

With these things in mind let’s look at;
(4) 2Tim.1:6-7 “I remind you to rekindle the gift of God that is within you through the laying on of my hands, For God did not give us a spirit of timidity, but a Spirit of power, of love, and of self-control.”
(5) Eph.4:11-15 “His gifts were that some should be apostles, some prophets, some evangelists, some pastors and teachers, to equip the saints for the work of ministry, for building up the body of Christ, until we all attain to the unity of the faith, and the knowledge of the Son of God, to mature manhood, to the measure of the stature of the fullness of Christ, so that we are no longer children, tossed to and fro by every wind of doctrine, by the cunning of men, by their craftiness in deceitful wiles.

    Rather, speaking the truth in love, we are to grow up in every way into him who is the head; into Christ; from whom the whole body joined and knit together by every joint with which it is supplied, makes bodily growth, and upbuilds itself in love, when each part is working properly.”
(6) 1Pet.4:9-11 “Practice hospitality ungrudgingly towards on another. As each has a gift, employ it for one another, as good stewards of God’s varied grace. Whoever speaks let him speak as one who utters the oracles of God. Whoever renders service, let him render it by the strength which God supplies; in order that in everything God may be glorified through Christ Jesus. To him belongs glory and dominion for ever. Amen.”
(7) Heb.3:13 “Exhort one another as long as it is called ‘Today,’ that none of you be hardened by the deceitfulness of sin.”
(8) Heb.10:24-25 “Let us consider how to stir one another up to love and good works, not neglecting to meet together, as is the habit of some, but encouraging one another, and all the more as you see the Day approaching.”
Spiritual Gifts are given only to the spiritual:
(9) 1Cor.2:14-15 “The unspiritual man does not receive the gifts of the Spirit of God, for they are folly to him, and he does not understand them, because they are spiritually discerned. The spiritual man understands all things, and is himself to be judged by no one.”
(10) 1Pet.1:23 “You have been born anew, not of perishable seed, but of imperishable, through the living and abiding Word of God.”
Now we come to various lists of Gifts:
(11) 1Cor.12:4-13 “There are varieties of gifts, but the same Spirit, and there are varieties of service, but the same Lord, and there are varieties of workings, but it is the same God who inspires them in every one. To each is given the manifestation of the Spirit for the common good. To one the utterance of wisdom is given, through the Spirit. To another the utterance of knowledge is given, through the same Spirit. To another, faith, by the same Spirit, to another gifts of healing, by the one Spirit. To another, the working of miracles, to another, prophesy, to another the ability to distinguish between spirits, to another various kinds of tongues, to another the interpretation of tongues. All these are inspired by one and the same Spirit, who apportions to each one individually as he wills.

    For just as the body is one, and has many members, and all the members of the body, though many are one body, so it is with Christ. For by one Spirit we were all baptised into one body, whether Jew or Greek, slave or free, and all were made to drink of one Spirit.”
(12) 1Cor.12:27-31 “We are the body of Christ, and individually members of it. And God has appointed in the church, first apostles, second prophets, third teachers, the workers of miracles, then healers, helpers, administrators, and speakers in various kinds of tongues. Are all apostles? Are all prophets? Are all teachers? Do all work miracles? Do all possess gifts of healing? Do all speak with tongues? Do all interpret? But earnestly desire the higher gifts.” 
(13) Eph.4:7-8 “Grace was given to each one according to the measure of Christ’s gift. Therefore it is said, ‘When he ascended on high he led a host of captives, and he gave gifts to men.”
(14) Rom.12:6-8 “We have gifts that differ according to the grace given to us, so let us use them. If prophesy, in proportion to our faith; if service, in our serving; he who teaches, in his teaching; he who exhorts, in his exhortation; he who contributes, in liberality; he who gives aid, with zeal; he who does acts of mercy, with cheerfulness.”
One final, but very important point; for any of us to have the idea, or belief, that for someone to be baptised in the Holy Spirit, it is necessary for them to have ‘the evidence of speaking in tongues’; that is, to say the least, very unscriptural.
All one has to do is againread 1Cor.12:27-31 and it becomes obvious that this question, which is raised there, is also answered there, in the negative.  Of course I’m not saying that we shouldn’t seek after this gift, but we must do so for the right reasons, so, let the Holy Spirit lead you through 1Cor.12;1 - 14:40.
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
