RESULTS OF BEING FILLED WITH THE HOLY SPIRIT: 
Sect 1
Through the Spirit of Christ we have direct access to the Father at all times:
(1) Eph.2:18 “Through Christ, we have access to the Father in the one Spirit.”
We receive power to live in victory over all demons, and to cast them out:
(2) Mark 16:17 “These signs will follow those who believe; in my name they will cast out demons; they will speak in new tongues.”

It’s then we’ll know the truth of;
(3) Matt.12:28 “If it is by the Spirit of God that I cast out demons, the kingdom of God has come near you.”
We can expect to have the privilege of having God speaks to us in dreams and visions:
(4) Joel 2:28 “It shall come to pass afterward, that I shall pour out my Spirit upon all flesh; your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, your old men shall dream dreams, and your young men shall see visions.”
(5) Acts 2:17 “In the last days it will be, says God, that I will pour out my Spirit upon all flesh, and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, your old men shall dream dreams, and your young men shall see visions.”
Plus, we have received the right, and the power to become effective witnesses for our Lord and Master:
(6) Acts 1:8 “You shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you, and you shall be my witnesses in Jerusalem, in all Judea, in Samaria, and to the end of the earth.”
(7) Acts 4:8-12 “Peter, filled with the Holy Spirit, said to them, “Rulers of the people and elders, if we are being examined today about a good deed done to a cripple, by what means this man was healed, be it known to you all, and to all the people of Israel, that by the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, whom you crucified, whom God raised from the dead, by him this man is standing before you well. This is the stone which was rejected by you builders, but which has become the head of the corner. And there is salvation in no one else, for there is no other name under heaven, given among men, by which we must be saved.”
(8) Acts 6:8-10 “Steven, full of grace and power, did great wonders and signs among the people. Then some of those who belonged to the synagogue of the Freedmen (as it was called), and of the Cyrenians, and of the Alexandrians, and of those from Cilicia, and Asia, stood up and disputed with Steven; but they could not withstand the wisdom and the spirit with which he spoke.”
We are meant to experience freedom and liberty on a scale we’ve never known before:
(9) Rom.8:21 “The creation itself will be set free from its bondage to decay, and will obtain the glorious liberty of the children of God.”
(10) 2Cor.4:17 “This slight momentary affliction is preparing for us an eternal weight of glory beyond all comparison.”
And, most importantly, we are in a position to bear much good fruit for our God:
(11) Is.32:15 “The Spirit is poured out upon us from above, and the wilderness becomes a fruitful field, and the fruitful field becomes a forest.”
(12) Gal.5:22-23 “The fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control, against these there is no law.”
(13) Ps.92:12-15 “The righteous flourish like the palm tree, and they grow like a cedar of Lebanon, they are planted in the house of the Lord, and flourish in the courts of our God. They still bring fort fruit in old age, for they are ever full of sap and green, to show that the Lord is upright. He is my Rock, and there is no unrighteousness in him.”
(14) Jh.15:1-8 “I am the vine, and my Father is the vinedresser. Every branch of mine that bears no fruit, he takes away, and every branch that does bear fruit, he prunes, that it may bear more fruit. You are already made clean by the words which I have spoken to you. Abide in me, and I in you. As the branch cannot bear fruit of itself, unless it abides in the vine, neither can you, unless you abide in me. 
    I am the vine, you are the branches, he who abides in me, and I in him, he it is who bears much fruit, for apart from me you can do nothing. If a man does not abide in me, he is cast out like a branch and withers, and the branches are gathered, and thrown into the fire, and burned. 

     If you abide in me, and my words abide in you, ask whatever you will, and it will be done for you. By this my Father is glorified, that you bear much fruit, and so prove to be my disciples.”
We receive not only our God's love for us, but we also receive his ability to love even the unlovable:
(15) Rom.5:5 “Hope does not disappoint us, because God’s love has been poured into our hearts through the Holy Spirit which he has given us.”
(16) John 13:34 “A new commandment I give you, that you love one another; even as I have loved you, that you also love one another.”

God has never given his children a command 
without also giving the wherewithal to obey!

(17) Phil 4:19 “Our God will supply all our needs according to his riches in glory in Christ Jesus.”
We become, both individually and collectively, God's temple; God’s dwelling place; in this world. What a privilege!!!
(16) 1Cor.3:16-17 “Do you not know that you are God’s temple, and that God’s Spirit dwells within you? If anyone destroys God’s temple, God will destroy him. For God’s temple is holy, and you are that temple.”
(17) Eph.2:19-22 “You are no longer strangers and sojourners, but you are fellow citizens with the saints, and members of the household of God, built upon the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Christ himself being the cornerstone, in whom the whole structure is joined together, and grows into a holy temple in the Lord, in whom you are also built into in for a dwelling place of God in the Spirit.”
His mighty Holy Spirit within us is God’s guarantee that all his promises are ours in Christ Jesus.
(18) 2Cor.1:20-22 “All the promises of God are ‘Yes’ to us in Christ. That is why we utter the ‘Amen’ through him, to the glory of God. But it is God who establishes us with you in Christ, and has commissioned us; he has put his seal upon us, and given us his Spirit in our hearts as a guarantee.” 
RESULTS OF BEING FILLED WITH THE HOLY SPIRIT; 
Sect 2
Through the Spirit of Christ we’re filled with the joy of the Lord, because his Word is opened up and revealed to us as never before.
(1) Jh.15:11 “These things I have spoken to you, that my joy may be in you, and that your joy may be full.”
(2) Jh.16:13-14 “When the Spirit of truth comes, he will guide you into all truth; for he will not speak of his own authority, but what he hears he will speak, and he will declare to you the things which are to come. He will glorify me, for he will take what is mine, and declare it to you.”
(3) Luk.10:21 “Jesus rejoiced in the Holy Spirit and said. “Thank you Father, Lord of heaven and earth, for you have hidden these things from the wise and understanding, and revealed them to babes. Yes Father, for such was your gracious will.”
(4) Rom.14:17 “The kingdom of God is not food and drink, but righteousness, peace, and joy in the Holy Spirit.”
And we must not forget, or neglect the gem of truth in;
(5) Neh.8:10 “The joy of the Lord is our strength.”
Through the presence of the Spirit of Christ in us, we have great hope.
(6) Rom.5:1:5 “Since we are justified by faith, we have peace with God through or Lord Jesus Christ. Through him we have obtained access to the grace in which we stand, and we rejoice in our hope of sharing the glory of God. More than that, we rejoice in our sufferings, knowing that suffering produces endurance, and endurance produces character, and character produces hope, and hope does not disappoint us, because the love of God has been poured into our hearts through the Holy Spirit which God has given to us.”
(7) Col.1:27 “God has chosen to make known to the saints just how great among the Gentiles are the riches of the glory of this mystery, which is Christ in us, the hope of glory.”
(8) Eph.1:16-20 “I pray that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give you a spirit of wisdom and revelation in knowing him, that having the eyes of your heart enlightened, you may know what is the hope to which he has called you, what are the riches of his glorious inheritance in the saints, and what is the immeasurable greatness of his power in us who believe, according to the working of his great might, which he accomplished in Christ when he raised him from the dead, and made him sit at his right hand in the heavenly places.”
Through the Spirit of Christ we have new life in him.
(9) 2Cor.5:17 “If anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation, the old has passed away, the new has come.”
(10) Gal.6:8 “He who sows to his own flesh, will, from the flesh, reap corruption, but he who sows to the Spirit, will, from the Spirit, reap eternal life.”
(11) 1Jh.5:10-12 “He who believes in the Son has the testimony in himself. He who does not believe God has made him a liar, because he has not believed the testimony he has bourn to his Son. And this is the testimony; that God gave us eternal life, and that life is in his Son. He who has the Son has life. He who does not have the Son of God does not have life.”
(12) 1Cor.6:9-11 “Do you not know that the unrighteous will not inherit the kingdom of God? Do not be deceived, neither the immoral, nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor sexual perverts, nor thieves, nor the greedy, nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor robbers will inherit the kingdom of God. And such were some of you. But you were washed, you were sanctified, you were justified in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ, and in the Spirit of our God.”
We must never forget that it is very likely we may have to face persecutions and hard times, if we, by the Spirit, boldly speak out our testimony to the truth of God’s Word in Jesus Christ.
(13) Acts 6:8-14 “Steven, full of grace and power, did great wonders and signs among the people. Then some of those who belonged to the synagogue of the Freedmen (as it was called), and of the Cyrenians, and of the Alexandrians, and of those from Cilicia, and Asia, stood up and disputed with Steven; but they could not withstand the wisdom and the Spirit with which he spoke. Then thy secretly instigated men who said, ‘We have heard him speak blasphemous words against Moses and against God.’ And they stirred up the people and the elders, and the scribes, and they came upon him, and seized him, and brought him before the council, and set up false witnesses who said, ‘This man never ceases to speak words against this holy place, and against the law, for we heard him say that this Jesus of Nazareth will destroy this place, and will change the customs which Moses gave to us.”

(14) Acts 7:54-60 “When they had heard these things they were enraged, and they ground their teeth against him. But he, full of the Holy Spirit, gazed into heaven and saw the glory of God, and Jesus standing at the right hand of God, and he said, “I see the heavens opened, and the Son of man standing at the right hand of God.” But they cried out with a loud voice, and stopped their ears, and rushed together upon him. Then they cast him out of the city, and stoned him. The witnesses laid down their garments at the feet of a young man named Saul. And as they were stoning Steven he prayed, “Lord Jesus, receive my spirit.” And he knelt down and cried with a loud voice, “Lord, do not hold this against them.” And when he had said this he fell asleep.”
But we must remember;

(15) 1Pet.4:14 “If you are reproached for the name of Christ, you are blessed, because the spirit of glory and of God rests upon you.”
(16) Mk.10:29-30 “Truly I say to you, there is no one who has left house, or brothers, or sisters, or father, or mother, or children, or lands, for my sake, and for the gospel, who will not receive a hundredfold, now in this time, houses, and brothers, and sisters, and mothers, and children, and lands, with persecutions, and in the age to come, eternal life.”
(17) Matt.7:13-14 “Enter by the narrow gate, for the gate is wide, and the way is easy, that leads to destruction, and those who enter by it are many. But the gate is narrow, and the way is hard, that leads to life, and those who find it are few.”
RESULTS OF BEING FILLED WITH THE HOLY SPIRIT; 
Sect 3
One of the most incredible gifts we receive from the indwelling Spirit of Christ is the power to live and walk as we ought, and to witness as we ought.
(1) Jh.1:12 “To all who received him, who believed in his name, he gave power to become children of God.”
(2) Acts 1:8 “You shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you, and you shall be my witnesses in Jerusalem, in all Judea, in Samaria, and to the end of the earth.”

This is closely followed by having our minds opened to understand what God is saying to us in his Word.
(3) Luk.24:45-49 “The Lord opened the minds of his disciples to understand the scriptures, and he said to them, “It is written, that the Christ should suffer, and on the third day, rise from the dead, and that repentance and forgiveness of sin should be preached in his name to all nations, beginning at Jerusalem. You are witnesses of these things, and I am sending the promise of the Father upon you, but wait in the city till you are clothed with power from on high.”
Then the living Water of the Word can, and will, satisfies us completely.
(4) Jh.7:37-39 “On the last day of the feast, the great day, Jesus stood up and said, “If anyone thirsts, let him come to me and drink. He who believes in me, as the scripture has said, “Out of his heart shall flow rivers of living water.” This he said about the Spirit, which those who believed in him were to receive, for the Spirit had not yet been given, because Jesus was not yet glorified.”
Because of his indwelling strength we’ll be able bear up under hard times, and continue to do whatever he requires of us. This includes bearing abuse for others, especially that which so often comes from the devil and his dark forces.
(5) Rom.15:13 “Christ did not please himself; but, as it is written, ‘The reproaches of those who reproached you, fell on me.”
And the Spirit will provide the energy to continue to obey, right to the end.
(6) Col.1:29 “For this I toil with all the energy which he mightily inspires within me.”
We should earnestly seek after the higher Spirit inspired gifts, especially prophecy, so that we may know the mind of God, and have his Word revealed to us in order that we may be able to share it with others.
(7) 1Cor.2:11-12 “No one understands the thoughts of a man, except the spirit of the man within him, so also, no one comprehends the thoughts of God, except the Spirit of God. Now we have not received the spirit of this world, but the Spirit which is from God, that we might understand the gifts bestowed on us by God.”

 (8) Joel 2:28 “And it shall come to pass afterward, that I will pour out my Spirit on all flesh, and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, your old men shall dream dreams, and your young men shall see visions.”
In Acts 2:16 we’re told by Peter that what was happening at that time was in fact the fulfilment of what was spoken by the prophet Joel. And as this is still in those last days, surely we should see that scripture, and others, being fulfilled in our time also.
(9) Acts 2:17 “In the last days it shall be, God declares, that I will pour out my Spirit on all flesh, and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, your old men shall dream dreams, and your young men shall see visions.”

(10) Eph.4:11-12 “And his gifts were that some should be apostles, some prophets, some evangelists, some pastors and teachers, to equip the saints for the work of ministry, for building up the body of Christ.”
We are also given the remarkable right and power to deny the old nature, the flesh, any rights in our new lives, but we must exercise that ability, by faith in Christ Jesus, the living Word of God.
(11) Gal.5:13-18 “You were called to freedom brethren; only do not use your freedom as an opportunity for the flesh, but through love be servants of one another. For the whole law is fulfilled in one word, ‘You shall love your neighbour as yourself.’ But if you bite and devour one another take heed that you are not consumed by one another.
    But I say to you, walk by the Spirit, and do not gratify the desires of the flesh; for the desires of the flesh are against the Spirit, and the desires of the Spirit are against the flesh. These two are opposed to each another to prevent us from doing what we want to do. But if you are led by the Spirit, you are not under law.”

(12) Gal.5:24-25 “Those who belong to Christ Jesus have crucified the flesh with its passions and desires. So, if we live by the Spirit, let us also walk by the Spirit. Let us have no self-conceit, no provoking of one another, no envy of one another.”
Now just because our old nature is crucified with Christ, don’t get the idea that means it is dead. Far from it! Instead, just like the crucified unrepentant thief at Calvary, it continues to run off at the mouth, unless we silence it, as the repentant thief silenced him.
(13) Eph.4:22-24 “Put off the old nature which belongs to your former manner of life, and is corrupt through deceitful lusts. Be renewed in the spirit of you mind. And put on the new nature, created in the likeness of God, in true righteousness and holiness.”
RESULTS OF BEING FILLED WITH THE HOLY SPIRIT; 
Sect 4
Victory is ours over the power of sin and the passions of our old fleshly nature, if we will only fight and endure in the strength which the Spirit gives us.
(1) Eph.3:14-16 “I bow my knee to the Father, from whom every family in heaven and on earth is named, that according to the riches of his glory he may grant you to be strengthened with might through his Spirit in the inner man. And that Christ may dwell in your heart through faith. And that you, being rooted and grounded in love, may have power to comprehend with all the saints, what is the length and breadth, and height, and depth, and to know the love of God, which surpasses knowledge, that you may be filled with all the fullness of God.
 (3) Rom.8:37-39 “In all things we are more than conquerors through Christ who loved us. For I am sure that neither life nor death, nor angels, nor principalities, nor things present, nor things to come, nor powers, nor height, nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us from the love of God in Christ Jesus, our Lord.”
(4) 2Cor.2:14-16 “Thanks be to God, who, in Christ, always leads us in triumph, and through us spreads the fragrance of the knowledge of him everywhere. For we are the aroma of Christ to God, among those who are being saved, and among those who are perishing! To one we are a fragrance of death to death, to the other, a fragrance of life to life.”
We must always remember;
(2) Matt.10:20-22 “It is not you who speaks, but the Spirit of your Father who speaks through you. Brother will deliver up brother to death and a father his child. Children will rise up against their parents, and have them put to death, and you will be hated by all for my name sake; but he who endures to the end will be saved.”

And;
(5) Rom.6:11-14 “You must consider yourselves dead to sin, and alive to God in Christ Jesus. Therefore, do not let sin reign in your mortal bodies, to obey their passions. Do not yield your members to sin as instruments of wickedness, but yield yourselves to God as those who have been brought from death to life and your members to God as instruments of righteousness; for sin will have no dominion over you, since you are not under law, but under grace.”
We may receive visions, which reveal the heart and mind of our God to us. Remember;

(6) Joel.2:28 “And it shall come to pass afterward, that I will pour out my Spirit on all flesh, and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, your old men shall dream dreams, and your young men shall see visions.”
(7) Acts 2:17 “In the last days it shall be, God declares, that I will pour out my Spirit on all flesh, and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, your old men shall dream dreams, and your young men shall see visions.”
True wisdom will be ours; the beginning of which is the fear of the Lord; and it is found only in and through our God’s Word, Jesus Christ.
(8) Heb.1:1-2 “In many and various ways God spoke to the fathers by the prophets, but in these last days he has spoken to us by a Son, whom he has appointed the heir of all things, and through whom he created the world.”
(9) 1Cor.1:30 “God is the source of our life in Christ Jesus, whom he has made to be our wisdom, our righteousness, our sanctification, and our redemption.”
I wonder do we grasp the importance of;
(10) Pro.9:10 “The fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom, and knowledge of the Holy One is insight.”
And  we must always remember the warnings of;
(11) Pro.1:24-33 “Because I have called and you have refused to listen, have stretched out my hand, but no one has heeded, and you have ignored all my counsel, and would have none of my reproof, I also will laugh at your calamity. I will mock when panic strikes you, when panic strikes you like a storm, and your calamity comes like a whirlwind, when distress and anguish come upon you.
    Then they will call upon me, but I will not answer, they will seek me diligently, but will not find me, because they hated knowledge, and did not choose the fear of the Lord; would have none of my counsel, and despised all of my reproofs, therefore they shall eat the fruit of their ways, and be sated with their own devices. 

    For the simple are killed by their turning away, and the complacency of fools destroys them, but he who listens to me will dwell secure, and will be at ease, without dread of evil.” 

But we never forget the wonderful promises of;
(12) Eph.2:1-12 “My son, if you receive my words, and treasure up my commandments with you, making your ear attentive to wisdom, and inclining your heart to understanding, yes, if you cry out for insight, and raise your voice for understanding, if you seek it like silver, and search for it as for hidden treasure, then you will understand the fear of the Lord, and find the knowledge of God.
     For the Lord gives wisdom, from his mouth comes knowledge and understanding, he stores up sound wisdom for the upright, he is a shield to those who walk in integrity, guarding the paths of justice, and preserving the way of his saints.

    Then you will understand righteousness, justice, and equity; every good path, for wisdom will come into your heart, and knowledge will be pleasant to your soul, discretion will watch over you, understanding will guard you, delivering you from the way of evil, from men of perverted speech.”

Remember also, worldly wisdom or its qualifications are not what God’s Word, and his promises, are about. No, it’s the Holy Spirit’s convincing power, and the wisdom and insight which he gives, these are what count;
(13) 1Cor.2:1-4 “When I came to you brethren, I did not come proclaiming the testimony of God in lofty words or wisdom, for I decided to know nothing among you except Jesus Christ, and him crucified. And I was with you in weakness, and in much fear and trembling, and my speech and my message were not in plausible words of wisdom, but in demonstration of the Spirit, and of power.”
