THE WORK OF THE HOLY SPIRIT IN OUR LIVES; 
Sect 1
The primary work of the Holy Spirit in us is to bear witness to Jesus Christ, the Word of God:
(1) Jh.15:26 “When the Counselor comes, whom I will send from the Father, even the Spirit of Truth, who proceeds from the Father, he will bear witness to me.”
(2) Jh.16:14 “The Spirit will glorify me, for he will take what is mine and declare it to you.”
(3) Acts 5:32 Peter said, “We are witnesses of these things, and so is the Holy Spirit whom God has given to those who obey him.”
The Spirit calls us to repentance, convincing us of sin whenever we may wander; 
(4) Heb.3:7-11 The Spirit says, “Today, when you hear his voice, do not harden your hearts as in the rebellion, on the day of testing in the wilderness, when your fathers put me to the test, and saw my works for forty years. Therefore I was provoked with that generation and said, “They always go astray in their hearts, they have not known my ways.” As I swore in my wrath, “They will never enter my rest.”
And he stirs us up, causing us to be responsible for each others spiritual welfare;

(5) Heb.3:12-14 “Take care brethren, lest there be in any of you an evil, unbelieving heart, leading you to fall away from the living God. But exhort one another as long as it is called ‘Today’, that none of you be hardened by the deceitfulness of sin; for we share in Christ if only we hold our first confidence firm to the end.”
(8) Acts 20:28 “Take heed to yourselves, attend to all the flock in which the Holy Spirit has made you overseers, care for the church of God, which he has obtained with the blood of his own Son.”
He equips us, and commissions us for service:
(5) Acts 10:19-20 “While Peter was pondering on the vision, (the vision of the sheet coming down from heaven, filled with all kinds of animals, etc), the Spirit said to him, “Three men are looking for you, Rise up, and go down, and accompany them without hesitation, for I have sent them.”
(6) Acts 13:1-4 “While the disciples were worshiping the Lord and fasting, the Holy Spirit said, “Set apart for me Barnabas and Saul for the work to which I have called them.” Then, after fasting and praying they laid their hands on them and sent them off.”
But our service must always be at the Holy Spirit’s direction and guidance;
(7) Acts l6:6-7 “The disciples went through the region of Phrygia and Galatia, having been forbidden by the Holy Spirit to speak the Word in Asia. And when they had come opposite Mysia, they attempted to go into Bithynia, but the Spirit of Jesus did not allow them.”
Through us, the Spirit convicts the world of sin, righteousness and judgment:
(9) Jh.l6:7-11 “I tell you the truth, it is to your advantage that I go away, for if I do no go away, the Counselor will not come to you, but if I go, I will send him to you. And when he comes, he will convict the world of sin, of righteousness, and of judgment; of sin, because they do not believe in me; of righteousness, because I go to the Father, and you will see me no more; of judgment, because the ruler of this world is already judged.”
But remember, this conviction is meant to bring repentance, not just condemnation. Condemnation only comes when God’s truth is rejected.

(10) Rom.15:18-19 “I will not venture to speak of anything except what Christ has worked through me to win obedience from the Gentiles, by word and deed, by the power of signs and wonders, by the power of the Holy Spirit.”
That’s why our testimony must always, and only, be in the power of the Spirit of God;
(11) 1Thess.1:4-5 “We know that God has chosen you, for the gospel came to you not only in word, but also in power, and in the Holy Spirit, and with full conviction.”
The Spirit of Christ, the Spirit of his Word, gives us new life:
(12) Jh.6:47-63 Jesus’ teaching about eating his flesh and drinking his blood, which is a whole other study on its own;
But whatever we learn is all pointless, unless we obey;
(13) Jh.4:7-10 “Submit yourselves to God. Resist the devil, and he will flee. Draw near to God, and he will draw near to you. Cleans your hands you sinners, and purify your hearts you men of double mind. Be wretched and weep and mourn. Let your laughter be turned to sorrow, and your joy to dejection. Humble yourselves before the Lord, and he will exalt you.
Then, and then only, we’ll know his rest and comfort:
 (14) Acts 9:31 “So the church throughout all Judea, and Galilee, and Samaria had peace and was built up, and walking in the fear of the Lord, and in the comfort of the Holy Spirit, it was multiplied.”
(15) 2Cor.1:3-5 “Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of mercies, and the God of all comfort, who comforts us in all our afflictions, so that we may be able to comfort those who are in any affliction, with the same comfort with which we ourselves are comforted by God; for as we share abundantly in Christ’s afflictions, so, through Christ, we share abundantly in comfort also.”
THE WORK OF THE HOLY SPIRIT IN OUR LIVES; 
Sect 2
The Holy Spirit gives us his strength to walk in obedience to the Word of God.
(1) Zech.4:6 “It is not by might, nor by power, but by my Spirit, says the Lord.”
(2) Phil.4:13 “I can do all things in Christ who strengthens me.”
He gives us the words we need to be witnesses for the truth of that Word as revealed in Christ Jesus, as and when we need those words:
(3) Matt.10:19-20 “When they deliver you up, do not be anxious about what you are to speak, or what you are to say, for what you are to say will be given you in that hour, for it is not you who speaks, but your Father speaking through you.”
(4) Mk.13:11 “When they bring you to trial, and deliver you up, do not be anxious beforehand about what you are to say, but say whatever is given you in that hour, for it is not you who speaks, but the Holy Spirit.”
(5) Luk.12:11-12 “When they bring you before the synagogues, and the rulers and authorities, do not be anxious how, or what you are to answer, or what you are to say, for the Holy Spirit will teach you in that very hour, what you ought to say.”
(6) Luk.21:14-15 “Settle it in your minds not to meditate beforehand how to answer, for I will give you a mouth, and wisdom, that none of your adversaries will be able to withstand, or contradict.”
God’s love comes to us through the Holy Spirit:
(7) Rom.5:5 “Hope does not disappoint us, because the love of God has been poured into our hearts through the Holy Spirit which has been given to us.”
His promise to us is that he will guide us in all of our ways:
(8) Jh.14:15-17 “If you love me, you will keep my commandments, and I will ask the Father, and he will give you another Counselor, to be with you for ever, even the Spirit of truth, whom the world cannot receive, because it neither sees him, or knows him, but you know him, for he dwells with you, and will be in you.”
(9) Jh.16:13-14 “When the Spirit of truth comes, he will guide you into all truth. He will not speak of his own authority, but what he hears he will speak, and he will declare to you the things which are to come. He will glorify me, for he will take what is mine, and declare it to you.”
(10) Acts 16:6-7 “The disciples went through the region of Phrygia and Galatia, having been forbidden by the Holy Spirit to speak the word in Asia. And when they had come opposite Mysia, they attempted to go into Bithynia, but the Spirit of Jesus did not allow them.”
One of the most marvellous, and most necessary gifts or tools of the Holy Spirit, is that of discernment of spirits, so that we may not be fooled by false teachers.
(11) 1Tim.4:1-3 “The Spirit expressly says that in the latter times some will depart from the faith by giving heed to deceitful spirits, and doctrines of demons, through the pretensions of liars whose consciences are seared, who forbid marriage, and enjoin abstinence from foods which God created to be received with thankfulness by those who believe, and know the truth.”
(12) Pro.3:6 “In all your ways acknowledge him, and he will direct your paths.”
He fills us with a sure hope of a certain future without fear of punishment for our past sins and failures, and a sure hope of sharing in his glory; a glory which is beyond our imaginations in immensity:
(13) Rom.15:13 “Christ did not please himself; as it is written, “The reproaches of those who reproached you, fell on me.”
(14) Eph.1:16-20 “I pray that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give you a spirit of wisdom and revelation in knowing him, that having the eyes of your heart enlightened, you may know what is the hope to which he has called you, what are the riches of his glorious inheritance in the saints, and what is the immeasurable greatness of his power in us who believe, according to the working of his great might, which he accomplished in Christ, when he raised him from the dead, and made him sit at his right hand in the heavenly places.”
He makes it possible for us to share in his own joy, inspiring it in us:
(15) 1Thess.1:6 “You became imitators of us, and of the Lord, for you received the Word with much affliction, with joy inspired by the Holy Spirit.”
(16) Rom.14:17 “the kingdom of God is not food and drink, but righteousness, peace, and joy in the Holy Spirit.”
(17) Gal.5:22-23 “The fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, self-control, against such there is no law.”
THE WORK OF THE HOLY SPIRIT IN OUR LIVES; 
Sect 3
It’s very important to remember that it’s the Holy Spirit in us how keeps Satan at bay:
(1) Is.59:19 (K.J.) “When the enemy comes in like a flood, the Spirit of the Lord will lift up a standard against him.”
(2) Matt.12:43-45 “When the unclean spirit has gone out of a man, he passes through waterless places seeking rest, but he finds none. Then he says, “I will return to my house from which I came.” And when he comes, he finds it empty, swept, and put in order. And he goes and brings seven other spirits more evil than himself, and they enter and dwell there, and the last state of the man becomes worse than the first. So shall it be also with this evil generation,” See also Luk.11:24-26.
And it’s so very important to remember also that he leads us in all our ways; provided we trust him completely. This even includes ways we’d never ordinarily think of ourselves:
(3) Matt.4:1 “Jesus was led by the Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted by the devil.”
(4) Jh.16:13 “When the Spirit of truth comes he will guide you into all truth. He will not speak of this own authority, but what he hears he will speak, and he will declare to you the things which are to come.”
Through him our offerings are made acceptable to God:
(5) Rom.15:16 Paul said, “I am a minister of Christ Jesus to the Gentiles in the priestly service of the gospel of God, so that the offering of the Gentiles may be acceptable, sanctified by the Holy Spirit.”
(6) Rom.12:1-2 “I appeal to you brethren, by the mercies of God, to present your bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and acceptable to God, which is your spiritual worship. Do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewal of your mind, that you may know what the will of God is, what is good, and perfect and acceptable.”
He sanctifies us; setting us apart from the world, even though, for now, we’re still in it:
(7) 2Thess.2:13 “God chose you from the beginning to be saved through sanctification by the Spirit, and belief in the truth.”
(8) 1Pet.1:2 “We were chosen and destined by God the Father, and sanctified by the Spirit for obedience to Jesus Christ, and for the sprinkling of his blood.”
And most importantly, the Spirit of Christ teaches us how to pray:
(9) Rom.8:26-27 “The Spirit helps us in our weakness, for we do not know how to pray as we ought, but the Spirit himself intercedes for us with sighs too deep for words. And he who searches the hearts of men, knows what is the mind of the Spirit, because the Spirit intercedes for the saints according to the will of God.”
In fact he teaches us everything we’ll ever need to know:
(10) Neh.9:20 “You gave your good Spirit to instruct them, and did not withhold your manna from their mouth, and you gave them water for their thirst.”
(11) Is.30:20-22 “Though the Lord give you the bread of adversity, and the water of affliction, yet your Teacher will not hide himself any more, but your eyes shall see your Teacher, and your ears shall hear a Word behind you saying, “This is the way, walk in it,” whenever you turn to the right, or when you turn to the left. Then you will defile your silver-covered images, and your gold-plated images. You will scatter them as unclean things. You will say to them, “Begone.”
(12) Jh.14:26 “The Counselor, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in my name, he will teach you all things, and bring to your remembrance all that I have said to you.”
But we must be constantly on guard against false teachings;
(13) 2Tim.1:14 “Guard the truth that has been entrusted to you by the Holy Spirit who dwells within us.”
And it’s vital that we have complete confidence in everything he teaches us;
(14) 1Jh.2:20 “You have been anointed by the Holy Spirit, and you know all things.”
(15) 1Jh.2:27 “The anointing which you received from him abides in you, and you have no need to have anyone teach you, for his anointing teaches you about everything, and is truth, and not a lie, just as he has taught you, abide in him.”
Remember, he wants to works through us to reach all mankind:
(16) Jh.7:37-39 “On the last day of the feast, the great day, Jesus stood up and said, “If anyone thirsts, let him come to me and drink. He who believes in me, as the scripture has said, “Out of his heart shall flow rivers of living water.” This he said about the Spirit, which those who believed in him were to receive, for the Spirit had not yet been given, because Jesus was not yet glorified.”
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
